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METAS PHONGAUMPAI: AIR FREEDOM RIGHTS GUIDELINES AMONG THE ASEAN
CONUTRIES

The purposes of this study were to propose guidelines for developing the air freedom rights
in the ASEAN region. This study was qualitative research. The method of data collection was
chosen by the researcher through the examination of relevant documents and research as well as in-
depth interviews and also observation between interview with 19 important informants from 14
organizations.

According to the study, ASEAN countries' air freedom rights has reached the fifth freedom
in terms of transporting passengers and goods. Unlimited between any ASEAN city and has an
impact on the ASEAN region's overall economy. The supporting factors are the growth of low-cost
airlines and the promotion of the tourism market in each country, resulting in the tourism economy
expansion and employment growing in parallel. However, full aviation liberalization is improbable.
Because there are differences in politic, economy, and culture in each nation. Furthermore, there
are various strategies or points of view on this subject.

The researcher has designed the developing guidelines for air freedom rights among the
ASEAN country in terms of the overall apply of air freedom rights only. By emphasizing on cargo
transportation freedom without limiting the amount in each ASEAN member country's capital or
important city for the first step. Because it is more incentive and flexible than passenger
transportation and then expanding to passenger transportation freedom progressively in flying

points in ASEAN country.
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
