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Abstract

Family relationships are initiated by romantic feelings which are then
constrained by both physical and social contexts. In marital life, couples who are
dissatisfied with their relationships engage in conflict and spend most of their time on
conflict management. If couples can not restrain themselves, violence will inevitably be
resorted to. In order to work on the issue of violence against women, we should integrate
this issue with other social problems that occur in communities. The campaign to reduce
violence against women requires emphasis on the concepts that: 1) violence against women
is not a private, but a public matter; 2} women who are subject to domestic violence have

a right to live without violence and a right to seek help.
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
