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ABSTRACT

Geospatial data of agricultural land use in 2002 of Nakhon Ratchasima Province was an
output under Geospatial Data of Agricultural Land Use Based on Color Orthophotography,
1:4,000 Project of Office of Agricultural Economics. This part of the project was implemented
by School of Remote Sensing, Institute of Science, Suranaree University of Technology. The
main objective was to establish geospatial data of agricultural land use of country for year 2002
based on visual interpretation of color orthophotography data at the scale 1:4,000. Major 9 land
use types included (1) Rice, (2) Upland Crop, (3) Tree, (4) Idle Land, (5) Aquaculture, (6) Other
Agriculture, (7) Forest (8) Water Body and (9) Other Non-Agriculture.

Based on data analysis by Office of Agricultural Economics on agricultural land use data
with overall accurate more than 80 % for statistical data standard on administrative boundary,
omission and commission error and undefined classify types, it was found that arca of agricultural
land of Nakhon Ratchasima Province in 2002 is 8,522,169 Rai or 66.53 % of provincial area,
This areas which were composed of rice, upland crop, tree, aquaculture, and other agriculture
covered area of 4,039,951, 3,595,668, 455,961, 8,540 and 422,049 Rai, respectively. At the same
tilme, areca of non-agricultural land of Nakhon Ratchasima Province in 2002 is 4,286,559 Rai or
33.47 % of provincial area, This areas which were consisted of forest, water body, idle land and
other non-agriculture covered area of 2,452,825, 518,234, 291,054 and 1,024,446 Rai,

respectively.
