PERCEPTION/SAFETY MANAGEMENT/PLASTIC MANUFACTURING

The purpose of this research was to study the employees’ perceptions and
environment factors affecting employees’ perceptions of safety management in plastic
manufacturing industry in Nakhon Ratchasima. The sampling group included 58
management executives, 58 safety officers, and 400 employees. The statistical
analysis was done by using percentages, mean, standard deviation, Pearson’s product
moment correlation coefficient, and Stepwise Multiple Regression Analysis.

The results were as follows: 1) Employees’ perceptions of safety management
were at high level. The employees’ perceptions of safety prevention and safety survey
were the highest; 2) factors of safety management, safety survey, and safety
prevention were the factors that had the relationship with employees’ perceptions of
safety management; 3) factor of safety management was sufficient to predict
employees’ perceptions of safety management at 0.05 statistically significance level
with cooperative prediction at 1.94 percent; 4) management executives’ attitudes was
sufficient to predict safety management at 0.05 statistically significance level with

cooperative prediction at 36.90 percent.
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
