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Abstract

The objectives of this research plan were: 1) to evaluate need of the elderly in
Nakhon Ratchasima on use of hand support to assist raising and sitting, 2) to study the
supply chain management for medical personnel who took care of elderly at home,
and 3) to evaluate the sufficiency of personnel for the care of the elderly. This study
were divided into two parts; survey research and experimental research. The results
showed that the hand support at chest height was the most favorable. The average
height of support at chest level were 108.9 and 88.6 cm. in raising up and sitting down
postures, respectively. Data collected in this study were also analyzed to model
supply chain management for medical personnel needed for elderly home care. The
results also showed that the medical support students were insufficient for elderly

home care, whereas volunteers were sufficient.
