CURRICULUM MODELS OF HIGHER EDUCATION INSTITUTIONS OF THAILAND

This research aims 1) To study formats of Aviation Business Management curriculums of
higher education institutions in Thailand, 2) To compare curriculums of aviation business
management programs among the higher education institutions in Thailand, and 3) To find the
desirable characteristics of graduates which meet the needs of aviation industry. By applying the
mixed method, research sample comprised of 6 lecturers in Aviation Business Administration and
32 personnel working in Aviation industry. Tools used in this study were in-depth interview and
questionnaires, and the data was analyzed by statistical methods including frequency, percentage,
average and standard deviation.

The findings revealed that 1) In terms of curriculum structure, there were differences
among institutions including title, education system, total credit, and group of courses. However,
in every institution, theoretical class, practical class, virtual media and internship in the aviation
industry were provided. 2) From the in-depth interviews of lecturers, it showed that they agreed
on every aspect including teaching model, teaching activity, instruction media, qualification of
lecturer, and labor market's acceptance of graduates. And 3) The study of desirable characteristics
of graduates found that labor market required a bachelor's degree graduate who graduated directly
from aviation business program with no working experience but internship experience in aviation
industry was preferable, complying with Thai qualifications framework for higher education in
terms of moral and ethics, knowledge, cognitive skill, interpersonal relationship and

responsibility, and numerical analysis, communication and technology skills.
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
