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Abstract

Research on Survey and Comparison of Satisfaction and Behavior from
Using Active Learning Classroom in Teaching and Learning of Suranaree University of
Technology. The main objectives of this institutional research are to want to study various
issues related to the active learning classroom, including learning and behavior of students
in the classroom, satisfaction with active learning, and satisfaction physical learning
classroom.

The population in this research is divided into two groups: teachers and
students who used active learning and ordinary classrooms. The sample of teachers had
a total of 18 samples. Content Analysis was used in the analysis and presented in the form
of an essay. For the student sample, there were 191 samples. Estimated scale analysis
was used in analysis with mean and standard deviation, analysis of paired samples T-Test,
and Multiple Linear Regression.

The results of the research can be summarized as follows:

Overall satisfaction in all aspects, including the suitability of desks and
chairs, whiteboard, audio-visual equipment, room area, classroom lighting, air quality, and
room wall color tone. The respondents were satisfied with the active learning classrooms
more than ordinary classrooms. it was found that the satisfaction was statistically significant
differences at level 0.05.

The results of the study of the physical effects of the active learning
classroom on classroom behaviors showed that the internal temperature of the classroom
had the greatest impact on teaching and learning promotion. The results of the study of
learning behaviors in the active learning classroom found that active learning classrooms
made the students the most demanding to attend classes. The results of the study on
the satisfaction of the active learning teaching were found that the satisfaction of teaching
and learning in other subjects was the most satisfaction with active learning.

Teachers who were active learning classroom users from different schools
have benefited from many aspects of active learning classrooms, while the problems and
obstacles in using active learning classrooms are found in many ways. Along with offering
guidelines for the development and improvement of the active learning classroom in
