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The objectives of this study were to explore: 1) to analyze sexual literacy on
social networks of elementary school children. 2) to propose guidelines for the design
of sexual literacy on social networks for elementary school children. The information
is compiled from article, documents and academic books. A set of questionnaires and
interview were used for data collection administered with 225 elementary school
students in Watsakaew School to analyze and propose guidelines for designing sexual
literacy on social networks for elementary school students.

The research results were found that children have a high overall sexual literacy
on social networks at 11.84, except for the analysis and assessment of sexual content
on social networks that is moderate. The Guidelines of sexual literacy on social
networks shows that children’s opinion, talking with parents is the most interesting

materials for learning about sex at 35.1
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
