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INTERACTIONAL STRATEGY TRAINING 

 

This study investigated whether the interactional strategy training can promote 

teacher-student interaction in an EFL classroom and to explore the effects of 

interactional strategies training on students’ comprehension, confidence and learning 

atmosphere. The participants were 17 students who studied in Grade 11 and a native 

English teacher. Classroom observations and semi-structured interview were used for 

data collection. Totally, the study lasted nine weeks: six weeks for classroom 

observation and three weeks for the training. The results were analyzed quantitatively 

and qualitatively. The findings showed that the number of the interaction turns 

between the teacher and students increased. It was also found the students’ changes in 

their comprehension, confidence and classroom atmosphere. The students had more 

confidence to interact with the teacher; they could comprehend the lessons better than 

before and the classroom atmosphere was more relaxing. The most frequent 

interactional strategies used by the students, two factors affecting the successful use 

of interational strategies, i.e., teacher’s responses, students’ proficiency and the 

relationship between interaction and comprehension are discussed in details.
