The research aimed to study 1) the levels of sport performance and financial
performance of football clubs in Thailand, 2) the relationship between sport
performance and financial performance of football clubs in Thailand, 3) the
relationship of human capital, wage and sport performance of football clubs in
Thailand, 4) factors which attract and retain footballers and head coaches of football
clubs in Thailand, and 5) the effect of the population differences in the provinces on
financial performance of football clubs in Thailand. The respondents were 155
footballers, 31 head coaches, and 31 managers from football clubs in the Thai Premier
League, League Division 1 and League Division 2 in Thailand. Questionnaires were
used to collect the data. Percentage, Mean, Standard Deviation, Pearson Correlation
Coefficient Analysis, Pearson Chi-Square and One-Way ANOVA were used in data
analysis and hypotheses testing.

The results from this study showed a significant relationship between sport
performance and financial performance of football clubs in Thailand. Moreover,
the result from sub-factor analysis indicates that there is a high relationship between

participation in the Asian Football Confederation (AFC) Champions League



competition, number of trophies won, points scored in each season, and revenue from
merchandising of clubs’ brands. Secondly, it also showed a significant relationship
between human capital of players and sport performance of football clubs in the
Thai Premier League. Moreover, the result from sub-factor analysis indicates the
relationship between tenure, age, success, wages of players and participation in AFC
Champions League competition, number of trophies won, points scored in each
season. Lastly, the study showed the 3 most important factors that attract footballers
to join a football club in the Thai Premier League: (1) trust in teammates’ ability,
(2) trust in competency of the club’s president, (3) and location of the football club.
Furthermore, the 3 most important reasons why footballers remain with theirs the
football club are (1) relationship between teammates, (2) intimacy in team, and

(3) engagement with teammates.
