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Abstract

This analysis of demand and supply of coffee in Thailand has two main objectives : First,
to study the production and marketing, including import and export ; and second, to analyse the
factors affecting the demand and supply of coffee. Secondary data from 1983 to 2006 was used in
the methodology of descriptive and quantitative analysis {Ordinary Least Square : OLS). The
results of the study has indicated that the growth of domestic consumption and importing of
coffee increases annually by 29.28 % and 6.45%, respectively, but the growth of production and
exporting decreases 3.27 % and 7.52 % per annum, respectively. Besides, the farm price is
decreased because of the decreased price in the wold market. The two important factors affecting
the demand are population and farm price. The government’s price policy and export price can
affect exporting, but the per capital incomes and imported price also affect importing. For the
supply of coffee in Thailand, the result of this study shows that the aftecting factors are the
wholesales’ price of fertilizer, the past three years of farm price and the harvested areas,
respectively. In short, the study found that the coffee’s farm price is directly related 1o New York’s

Robusta price and irregular higher price movements.
