BUILDING RENOVATION/ FACILITIES OF DISABLED PERSONS AND

ELDERLY

The access to public facilities for disabled persons and elderly regulations B.E.
2548 and B.E. 2555 prescribes that hospitals, public buildings, shall provide facilities
for the cripples and the elderly in open and public areas to reduce risk factors against
the physical and mental illness. The Out-patient Department Building, Maharat
Nakhon Ratchasima Hospital is a studied building, which has been revamped for
several times. This results in improper facilities for elderly and disabled persons in
some areas. The improper facilities of 19 items out of 24 items in accordance with
regulations B.E. 2548 and B.E. 2555 were found, which are seats, tactile, ramps,
stairs, trashcan, counter services, public telephones, drinking water services, A.T.M.,
toilet, lifts, parking, emergency signs, signs, pathway, fire escapes, emergency alarms,
useful information and staff. The facilities for the elderly and disabled persons are not
sufficient and their dimension is not suitable. To follow the regulations B.E. 2548 and

B.E. 2555, the building improvement approaches are introduced by taking into



account the constraints of building area, building structure, budget and priority. Cost

estimation for the improvement of facilities is 1,499,152 baht.
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
