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NITIKORN DORNKANYA : FREQUENCY AND VIOLENCE OF FALLING
ARE ELDERLY OUT AT TEMPLE IN NAKHON RATCHASIMA PROVINCE.

The growth in number of elderly is increasing during past decades. Temple is
one of public places that elderly is most likely visit. However, facilities for elderly in
most temples are not installed properly. The objectives of this study were to
investigate frequency and violence of falling of elderly in temple area. 22 temples
from 22 district in Nakhon Ratchasima were chosen in this study. The results show
most of the elderly ever experience falling in temple once. Dislocation is mostly likely
occurs for falling of the elderly. The second most likely occurs for falling of the
elderly is contusion. The most and the second most likely places where an incident of
falling takes place are an outdoor walking place and toilet. Results from this study

will be useful for planning an installation of facilities for elderly in temple area.
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
