SUPPLY OF FOUR COMMUNITIES IN NONTHAI DISTRICT, NAKHON

There are messages informing about poor quality of water supply distributed
to many communities in Nonthai district, especially from Nonwai (moo.4) village,
Dan Kongkang (Moo.6) village, Sra Jarakae (Mo00.13) village, and Donbot (Moo. 14)
village. The objectives of this study were to examine factors affect the quality of
water supply of those four villages in Nonthai distric, Nakhon Ratchasima. Tubidity,
Acid-Base properties, and Chlorine residual for water in production process are
examined. Results indicate that the amount of alum used in precipitation process is
not suitable with the turbidity and acid-base properties of raw water. It was found that
all these villages use certain amount of alum for precipitation process. Therefore, the
amount of alum used in production process is one factor affects the quality of water
supply. In addition, there are evidence showing that the sedimentation tank of some

villages must be clean to improve the quality of water supply.
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
