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The objective of this study was to study the attitude of construction workers
regarding hazard prevention for themselves while working in order to create good
morals. This study used questionnaire to collect data from 82 construction workers.

The results showed that most workers were males (76.80%) with 32 years old
average of age and married status (87.80%). Most of them graduated at Mattayom
level (51.20%). The average income ranged 5001 — 10,000 Baht per month (45.10%)
and the average work experience ranged 2 — 5 years (37.80%). Most workers were
bricklayer (59.80%). During the last year, they experienced accident at least once
(43.90%) and most incidents were slipping or falling from high places. Most workers
had good understanding regarding. safety in construction, especially protective
equipment use and good maintenance of these equipment with the greatest average of
0.89. The attitude regarding not following work instruction was 1.17. The positive

attitude regarding management taking .good  care of workers was 0.88.
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
