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This study is to study the legislative building practice, problems and
difficulties related to the legislative building and find solutions and improve to
develop the legislative building practice. It is the quantitative-based research that
collected information by questionnaires form the group who received the public
service of 140 people, a study found:

The legal control of the building was defined as consisting of four steps; to
apply for permission, to determine the boundary line, receive the license and site
inspection after receiving the license.

In the meantime, the process causing problems and obstacles such as most of
the recipient of the service did not know the operation process of the organization, the
building laws, besides. the documents and evidence used are a lot and difficult to
understand, and found that the inspector, engineer, design checker, officer who is
performing duties, or those involved are lack of knowledge of the law. Combined
with a neglect of duty in the site inspection, before and after receiving the license.

However, the guidelines to revise and improve to develop the legislative
building practice by informing the knowledge of the laws governing the building,
increasing participation of the village leader, community leaders in monitoring
disobedience or misconduct and providing enough staff to inspect the site, encourage

training, conference or seminar on building control legislation continually.
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
