The objective of this study is to identify factors and their significance levels
that effecting Department of Highways in flooding for Pathumthani Highway.The
management of the crisis.

Result of this study reveal that the priorities of important main factors for
administrators were (1) Budget factors (2) Personnel factors and (3) External factors.
And sub-factors were (1) the budget is adequate (2) the labor is adequate (3) the rule
for disbursement of funds and (4)Allocation of the budget on time. Administrators
reveal that the priorities of important factors were budget factors because
administrators there tasked with managing the budget on time. The priorities of
important main factors for  government officials were (1) Personnel factors (2)Budget
factors and (3) Equipment and Machinery factors. And sub-factors were (1)the speed
disbursement (2) the labor is adequate and (3) have enough fuel. the labor is adequate
and the speed of disbursement important factors for government officials because of
