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PICHED KHONGNOK : A STUDY ON WASTE MANAGEMENT OF
POPULATION IN DON WAI NON SUNG MUNICIPAL DISTRICT,

This study aims to investigating the level of basic knowledge about the waste
and the waste management as well as at investigating the influence of age, gender,
education, income and occupation on the basic knowledge about the waste and the
waste management of the population in Don Wai municipal district, Nakhon
Ratchasima. Questionnaires are used as a study tool. The test results show that most
of the population samples have a very knowledge about waste but their understanding
of the waste management is only in the fair level. Considering as the understanding
indicator at 60% passing of the questionnaires, the gender and age are not the variable
controlling the understanding of waste management whereas education, income and
occupations control the understanding. The population samples, who have high
education and income levels and work for government and state enterprise sectors,
have satisfactory understanding. With the critical analysis, it is found that the
education, income and occupation have a direct relationship between each other. The
most of the population samples, who pass the indicator, work for government and
state enterprise sectors and have an income over 15,000 baht and most of them are
bachelor degree holders. Consequently, the target trainee is people with education

level lower than bachelor degree.
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
