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THERDCHAI THABTHAISONG : THE FACTORS CONSIDERED BY
CONTRACTORS WHETHER TO ACCEPT A LOCAL GOVERNMENT
ORGANIZATION PROJECT IN THE AREA OF MUAK LEK DISTRICT,
SARABURI PROVINCE. ADVISOR : ASSOC. PROF. PORNSIRI

The aim of this study is to investigate the factors that influence the decision
whether to accept a construction project of local government agencies, in Muak Lek
district Saraburi. The factors investigated and the opinions obtained from the
contractors would benefit the local government agencies when screening quality
contractors, by modifying the process as long as it abides by regulations as specified
by the law.

The subject group involved in this study was that of construction contractors
who had submitted bids for local government agencies’ projects, in Muak Lek district.
Both those had won and lost the bids of projects worth over 50, 000 Baht were taken
into account. The data were analyzed by using SPSS statistical software.

Local government agencies in Muak Lek district considered modifying the
contractors screen process based on factors that influenced contractors’ choices, such
as modifying the selection of modern construction materials, modifying unique
project type and style, rescheduling the terms and conditions in the contract so that it
most benefited the local government agencies, under the regulations and rules as
permitted by law without wasting any benefit and bidding opportunities. Accordingly,

the agencies would then deal with quality contractors that match their intent.
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
