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Abstract

A review on the rate of educational credit fee and appropriate management at

Suranaree University of Technology (SUT)

The objectives were to study (1) the appropriate rate of educational credit fee
for students and SUT in the current situation (2) the appropriate rate of collecting
educational credit fee in each school at SUT by using a basic rate of student loan
and comparing to other universities (equal or different) (3) collecting educational
credit fee of other universities and suggesting an appropriate rate for SUT to offer flat
rate or units rate (4) how to increase educational credit fee of other universities and
suggest appropriate system for SUT (one long time or every year increase) by using
quantitative and qualitative research for population and sampling. The research was
studied by the group of (1) 9 research universities (2) 2 public universities focusing on
science and technology (3) 4 leading private universities, and (4) 6 universities
opening health science courses. The tools used were descriptive statistic, content
analysis and quantitative statistic (number, percentage, mean and sorting).

The result was concluded as:
1. The rate of educational credit fee was appropriate for students and SUT in
the current situation. The analysis was divided into 2 subjects.
1.1) Difference between cost of producing a graduate per year and

income from collecting educational credit fee per year (classified by schools of SUT).

When comparing fiscal years (2010, 2013 and 2016), it was found that
the difference increases every year. The difference mostly increases in 2016 fiscal
year. When considering the difference of schools and institutes, it was found that
medical school has the most difference, the institute of social technology and public
health school has the lowest difference.

1.2) The data analysis of average tuition income per student per year.

When comparing the maximum and minimum educational credit fee

of the universities used in sampling, it was found that the increase of collected

educational credit fee is 800 baht (new rate). When comparing the maximum and



minimum educational credit fee of other 14 universities, it was found that the
average educational credit fee income of Suranaree University of Technology per
student per year was lower than 8 universities. And When considering the increase
rate of educational credit fee to 1,000 baht (new rate), it was found that the average
educational credit fee income of Suranaree University of Technology per student per
year was lower than 6 universities. The present value of educational credit fee of
Suranaree University in 1993 was 500 baht per unit in Bachelor Degree level. When
comparing money value from 1993 to 2014, it was found that the present value was
lower to 312 baht. If the rate of educational credit fee in Bachelor Degree level was
equal to 500 baht in 2014, the new rate of educational credit fee should be 800
baht.

For the rate of education credit fee in Master Degree in old criterion, it
was collected 3 times of the rate of education credit fee in Bachelor Degree.
Therefore, if the increase rate of education fee in Bachelor Degree level is 800 baht
or 1,000 baht (new rate) per unit, the increase rate education credit fee in Master
Degree will be 2,400 baht or 3,000 baht.

2. Suitability of collecting educational credit fee in each school of SUT basing on
the rate of student loan and comparing to other universities (equal/different).

When considering the increase rate of educational credit fee to 800 baht or 1000 baht
(new rate), the educational credit fee income per student per year is lower than the
student loan in each school. When collecting educational credit fee of other
universities was considered, it was found that collecting tuition of each school was
not equal in 13 universities and collecting educational credit fee of every school of
2 universities (Mahidol University and Suranaree University of Technology) was equal.

Including with the result of the study of the group of 6 universities opening
health science courses, it was found that 6 universities classified the group of health
science out of the group of science and technology clearly. Setting the rate of

educational credit fee of the group of health science was separated from other



groups clearly which was 1.5 — 2.0 times higher than the group of science and

technology.

3. Collecting educational credit fee of other universities and suggest
appropriate system for SUT (flat rate/units rate).

It was found that the flat rate was used in 10 universities and units rate used
in 5 universities. Each type of collecting educational credit fee has different pros and cons.
4. The method of increase educational credit fee of other universities and

suggest the appropriate rate for SUT (one long time or every year increase).
It was found that the collecting educational credit fee was slowly increased

in 6 universities and increased in one time in 3 universities.
