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The odjective of this study was to compare labor costs before and after
the minimum. Wage adjustment of 300 baht per day in Phetchabun Province
and in Bangkok. Province. Samples were 12 one story detached houses in
Phetchabun and in Bangkok. Data were analyzed according to types of labor :
they are drive piled labors,carpenters, steel workers. Welders. brick layers, white-
washers, roofing labors, tiiling labors, ceiling labors, painters, door and window
installed workers, public health workers, electricians and laborers.

The findings revealed that wage capital per unit in Phetchabun before
adjustment was at 1,580.14 Baht per square meter, but it was 2,001.45 Baht per
square meter.in  Bangkok. Therefore, the difference was at 421.31 Baht per square
meter.

After the adjustment of wage capital per unit, it was 2,265.19 Baht per
square meter in Phetchabun, while it was 3,014.17 Baht per square meter in
Bangkok .Therefore, the difference was at 748.98 Baht per square meter.

From observations and comparisons between wages in Phetchabun and
wages in Bangkok before the adjustment were found gnat wages in Bangkok
were only 421.31 Baht per square meter deffer from Phetchabun’s However,
after the adjustment of wage capital per unit up to 300 Baht per day, wages in

Bangkok were higher than in Phetchabun at 748.98 Baht per square meter.
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
