*If you feed it an all-meat canned food, add two parts rice or mixer biscuit
Tips on feeding (Do)
® Always provide fresh water, especially if you are feeding a dry-food diet
*Make sure more than one person feeds the puppy to avoid overattachment
Tips on feeding (Don’t)
* Allow your puppy to stand guard over its bowl. From time to time, add a tasty morsel to the
bow! while the puppy is feeding. This will prevent it from becoming possessive

*Feed it tidbits from the table while you are eating
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
