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Abstract

The objectives of this institutional research are as follows :

(1} to study the distribution of higher educational opportunity to the regional areas in both
quota admitted process and entrance examination process.

(2) to compare students admitted through the quota pracess and those admitted via the
entrance examination process by their cumulative grade point averages.

(3) to find the correlation of students’ grade point averages between high school level a$d
college level.

(4) to analyze the graduates productivity index.

All of students’ data used in this research for Frequency distribution, Percentage, Mean,
analysis of variance, analysis of covariance, Pearson’s product moment correlation coefficient and
Chi-square test are based from students’ data of the Center for Educational Services, the Suranaree

University of Technology: especially 996 population students of 1994 academic year.

The resuits are :

1) Mostly of students of 1994 academic year graduated from schools in the northeastern
region. The schools of the quota students are located out of town more than in town but the
entrance examination students are more located in town.

2) The parents of the students are mostly the officer altogether in the government and the
private sectors, as the entrance examination students’ parents are mostly the officer too, but the
quota students’ parents are mostly agricuiturists.

3) The quota students” cumulative grade point averages are better than the entrance
examination students’ as the province quota students are the highest and the entrance examination
students are the lowest.

4) The correlation between high school grades and college level grades are rather be in the

minimum as the correlation coefficient in the first year 1s higher than the second year.



5) The ratio of graduations in 4 years study planning is 35.14%. The school quota students
are the highest.

6) The ratio of retired students by their cumulative grade point averages in 4 years study is
12.05%. Those who admitted via the entrance examination are the most.

7) Drop out rates of students by their other reasons in 4 years study is 10.44%. Those who
admitted via the entrance examination are the most.

8} The graduates productivity index is 0.77. Both of the school and province quata process
students are equally in the maxamum.

9} The wastage rate is 0.23. Both of the school and province quota process students are also
in the minimum.

10) The index vear of study for graduations is 5.19. The entrance examination students are

the maximum and both of the school and province quota process students are equally in the

minimum.
